General Rules and Information 

1. The University World Cup Cheerleading Championships (UWCC) is held in conjunction with the 
College Cheerleading and Dance Team National Championships.  All U.S. Cheer and Dance teams 
must follow all Rules and Regulations and Event Guidelines of the College Championship.  

2. All teams attending the College Championship are eligible to compete in the divisions oƯered.  
3. The College Championship will attempt to ensure teams will not have overlapping performance / 

warm up with UWCC.  However, we cannot guarantee that a performance overlap will not occur 
during the final schedule. 

4. Teams must be registered participants of the College Cheerleading and Dance Team National 
Championships to be eligible.  

 
Schedule of Events 

1. Friday – College Game Day Semi-Final and select Game Day Final rounds of competitions, visit parks. 
Open rehearsals and international team exhibitions. *Exhibitions based on division 

2. Saturday – College Semi-Final and select Final rounds of competition, visit parks. International team 
exhibitions. *Exhibitions based on division  

3. Sunday – College Final rounds of competition along with the University World Cup Cheerleading 
Championships (UWCC) Final competition. 

 
Awards 

1. Teams will be awarded placement trophies.  
2. Nation’s rankings will be awarded to the top countries competing across all divisions.
